Millie starts to be milked four days after she has had her _ _ _ _.

The mix is made into ice cream in the ice cream machine.





Natural flavourings are added





The mix is homogenised.  This breaks down the fat to make the mix smooth





The ice cream is put into packaging

















The ice cream is ready to buy in shops and eat





The mix is left overnight to let the ingredients react together.





Milk, cream, milk powder, stabilizers and emulsifiers are put in a tank and pasteurized at 65 oC.  This kills harmful bacteria.





The cows are milked in the parlour











The ice cream is put into storage and kept at -20—30 oC





The mix is cooled quickly from 65 to 4 oC
